Judged Twice?
Brother Branham  taught; the Bride will go before the “judgment seat,” individually, once, here in this life, certainly not after this life is over, nor at some future “event” preceding the translation. 

It is errant to maintain the Bride is going before a “judgment” in the future. She has already passed judgment, one time, and only once. The Bride has “made herself  ready”  by accepting Christ, the Atonement, the Word, the Gospel. We become part of Him, already judged, never to be judged again. 

EPHESIANS 1:13-14

13    In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, 

14  Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.
He took our place, (past tense.)  We are now  (present tense) positionally placed in Christ. The elected Bride of Christ, is bone of His bone, flesh of His flesh, they are the very Word that judges the world. They judged themselves when they accepted their Sacrifice. The predestinated seed within them, illuminated by the Light of the Word came to Life.  They stand blameless, absolutely cleansed by the Blood.

I CORINTHIANS 1:8

   Who shall also confirm you unto the end, that ye may be blameless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ.

ROMANS 8:33

Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth.

As Brother Branham speaks to his audiences, he tells them that they will someday face the judgment bar, the day of judgment. This is an integral part of preaching the Gospel. 

In addition to this aspect, this picture is much more involved to those who accept Christ as their personal Saviour, come under the protection of the Blood Token, and have been Sealed by the Holy Spirit, the very Life of Christ. The members of the mystical Body of Christ will still come to the “judgment bar,” or day of Judgment, but their attendance there will be in a different capacity. Not as one to receive judgment, but one with Him, to render judgment.

To teach members of the Body of Christ  “ARE going to a judgment” gives no credence to other very pertinent portions of revelation that pertains to this subject. 

For example: How can we ignore the revelation of What the Blood is to the Bride? 

Brother Branham said, “we are “already judged,” and  "…How can you be judged twice?”  Do we annul the revelation in Ephesians 4:30, of the elect being “sealed”? Brother Branham makes it clear, “the elected seed” by accepting the Gospel, by accepting the Token; the Blood, escapes judgment.

We must see the whole picture, and  know the Gospel is judging all that come in contact with IT. We know many will never accept judgment here in this life, but will be required to be judged by the Word they had heard, at the Day of Judgment. 

It is paramount for us to know the Bride is judged by the Gospel, now,  thereby pardoning the Elect from judgment forever. 
Many times when giving an alter call, Brother Branham  called  the people to judgment right then, right now, to come and be judged by the Gospel, by the Word, that he preached. Just as Brother Branham showed the resurrection has potentially taken place in the believer, so has judgment “by the Word,”  “by the Gospel,” already placed the elect  in the Body of Christ, free from any judgment ever again. This is not something coming, it has already taken place. Just as a giant tape recording, the Gospel he preached will be played back, showing those who received judgment then. (those elect, such as himself)  It will also be evidence  against those others who spurned It, the Gospel, the Word.

We will appear before the judgment seat of Christ, either now in this life or later after this life is over. The House of God is the judgment seat, and judgment is by the Word, the Gospel, (under the Blood,) at Calvary, in Him, by His Name, and this is the only place provided that man can meet God, when the worshiper accepts God’s propitiation for sin there, then  judgment is over. If--if the Church has been judged, and they have judged themselves, and have accepted the Blood, how can God judge a man that's perfectly, totally sinless? You say, "There's no such a person." Every borned again believer, true believer, is perfectly, absolutely sinless before God. He's not trusting in his works. In the Blood of Jesus that his confession's dropped into... The Bible says so. See? "He that--that is borned of God does not commit sin, for he cannot sin." How can you make a man a sinner when the bleach of the Blood of Jesus Christ is between him and God, that would scatter sin till there'd be nothing left of it. See? How can that pure Blood of Christ ever let a sin pass there? He cannot. Jesus said, "Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father in heaven is perfect." And how could we even start the thought of being perfect, but Jesus required it. And if Jesus required it, He's got to make a way for it; and He has: His own Blood.
